AFFIDAVIT

I, LEWIS GORDON GLENTWORTH, retired sea captain, of217 - 3399 Crown Isle

Drive, Courtenay, British Columbia, V9N 9X7, MAKE OATH AND SAY THAT:

Introduction:

1. I am a retired sea captain. I was born in 1943 in Yorkshire, England, and took to

sea in 1959 on fish boats, having graduated from Grammar School that year in Hull,

Yorkshire. In 1960, I began my career as an apprentice deck officer in the British

Merchant navy, traveling world wide. Between 1960 and 1970, I qualified as a Master

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Mariner, attending Hull Nautical College in Hull, Yorkshire, and working for the Hall

Brothers Steamship line.

2. In 1970, I immigrated to Canada and commenced employment with Canadian

Coast Guard. In 1975, I commenced employment with the British Columbia Ferry

Services (as it is now known) (hereinafter "B C Ferries) working from that date to my

retirement on the Northern service (from Prince Rupert southward).

Involvement in this proceeding

3. I have been retained by Varty and Company and by Hanson Wirsig Matheos,

Counsel for the Plaintiffs herein, as an expert in maritime navigation, to provide advice

on the navigational processes and systems applicable to the transit of the Queen of the

North in this case, and other information pertinent to the last voyage of the Queen of the

North.

Experience on Queen of the Prince Rupert, and Queen of the North

4. I commenced employment with BC Ferries as a 4thofficer in 1975. Between

1975 and the date of my retirement (September, 2005) I worked consistently on either the

Queen of Prince Rupert or the Queen of the North. The voyages always took me to

Prince Rupert, in the earlier days directly from the Lower Mainland, and more recently

from Port Hardy. In more recent times, I have also sailed both of these vessels to the

Queen Charlotte Islands.

5. In 1979, I was cleared as a Master, and promoted to Chief Officer in the same

year. I was promoted to Captain in 1992. However, between 1979 and 1992 I worked

75% of my time as relieving master. Until 1980, I only worked on the Queen of Prince

Rupert, and from that date onwards, I worked on both the Queen of Prince Rupert and the

Queen of the North as the Queen of the North had then entered the Northern Service.
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
